Summary of GMP & Community Survey

The Growth Management Plan Identified the Following Land Use Issues:

The presence of trash and junk and in particular, junk cars, has been one of the issues ranked highest by
residents of San Juan County through the county survey, the Growth Management Plan Town Hall
meeting, sub-area meetings, and other public meetings.

The highest agreement in survey was that San Juan County needs to attract more industries and
businesses.

64% of respondents to the county survey agreed or strongly agreed that the county needs to guide
growth, including implementing land use regulations. Agreement with this statement was second
highest in the survey.

Out of the 1,400 respondents to the county survey sent out in association with the Growth Management
Plan, 800 stated they were not satisfied with the physical appearance of the county (e.g., trash and
weeds).

Affordable housing opportunities were perceived by most survey respondents to be insufficient in the
county.

The most frequent additional survey comments dealt with trash and junk (40 comments) and the need
for zoning (18 comments).

Implementation Plan
The Implementation Plan presents specific actions that should be taken, organized by priority and time frame.

Short Term Actions
Key Short-Term Actions
Strategic activities should begin within the first six months after adoption of the plan for accomplishment during
the first year. Following are actions that will organize the planning effort and take critical catalytic steps:
e Develop a community development staffing plan
e Publicize trash and junk clean-up operations, including the San Juan County Property Clean-Up Program
e Develop an ordinance regulating trash and junk
e Conduct a workshop with county and cities on extraterritorial planning, platting and zoning
e Begin Crouch Mesa near-term planning activities: One of the highest priorities in the plan is guiding
development on Crouch Mesa, which is identified as one of the primary growth areas in the county.
Planning efforts pertaining to Crouch Mesa are discussed in each element of the Growth Management
Plan, including land use planning, water and wastewater, transportation, environment, open space,
housing, and economic development.
